Target group: 10 young leaders from Germany, Poland and Russia each aged between 18 and 26 years

politically active, have interest in politics, economics, history or culture and want to become part of our 

vibrant community? Then don’t hesitate to read through the call and apply for the third Trilateral Youth 

Forum between Germany, Poland and Russia!  

 

The goal of the forum is to initiate an open dialogue between young people from Germany, Poland and 

Russia and to enable them to contribute to the development of sustainable relations between their countries.

 The target group is young people between 18 and 26 years from Germany, Poland and Russia who 

have taken on responsibility in politics or civil society; particular interest in the relations, cultures 

and current issues in and between the three countries is a plus. 

 The trilateral youth forum will be enriched by the contributions of the participants. After browsing 

through the program of the forum please indicate in the application form on which topic you would 

like to give an impulse presentation. 

 Participants’ costs during the forum will be covered. Travel costs will be partially reimbursed (up to 

50%), but the exact amount is subject to pending funding decisions. 

 We expect participants to attend all modules of the Forum. Certificates of participation and 

reimbursement will be made subject to attendance.  





